Meeting Minutes
March 14, 2011

The meeting was held at Essex High School and called to order by Alan at 7:10pm.
Meeting minutes from February were reviewed and approved.
Treasurer Report:  Lise presented the current actuals through the end of February; the club remains with a positive overall total.  There remains an uncleared check from last June of $342 that she may void. There has been no invoice presented for the uniform order.
Uniform Report: Doreen reported through e-mail that the practice jerseys and shorts will be arriving at the end of March.

Tree Farm Report: Ron reported that the tree farm opens May 1st and that the Essex Town fields are available March 28th .  The school field at EMS is available for use one night per week. The area inside the running track is available M/W/F. He will finalize fields and practice schedules at the coaches meeting.
Ron additionally stated that: 

* Field 8 at the Tree Farm has been designated as EUSCs in symbolism for our partnership. A plaque of some kind may be displayed to represent this;

 * EUSC should put together a proposal for the Tree Farm, as any option might be considered;

 * The contract between the Tree Farm and the Town of Essex will end in 2020; and

 * Wednesday the 16th is the next meeting with the management group. 

Tournament Report: Tammy stated that 37 teams have registered for our tournament so far. She may need to request that families volunteer some additional time to the tournament due to the smaller size of our club this year. 
Tammy has designed the annual Newsletter and mentioned that there is still room for additional information, just send it to her.
